MoU : ICAR AND UNIVERSITY OF SASKATCHEWAN
HIGHLIGHTS OF THE MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING SINGED BETWEEN THE INDIAN COUNCIL OF AGRICULTURAL RESEARCH  (ICAR) AND THE UNIVERSITY OF SASKATCHEWAN, CANADA

· A Memorandum of Understanding in the field of Agricultural Research and Education has been signed between the Indian Council of Agricultural Research (ICAR) and the University of Saskatchewan, Canada on 20.12.2007 at New Delhi.   The MoU was signed by Shri A.K. Upadhyay, Additional Secretary, Department of Agricultural Research and Education & Secretary, Indian Council of Agricultural Research for and on behalf of the ICAR; and by Dr. Bryan T. Schreiner, Director of Research Services & Assistant to the Vice President Research for and on behalf of the University of Saskatchewan, Canada.  The MoU envisages to promote research collaboration, training and development in the field of agriculture through- 

a) Research collaboration, training and development in the fields and specific subjects as will be jointly determined through a process of consultation; 

b) exchange of visits from senior personnel from ICAR and the University of Saskatchewan;

c) exchange of scientific and technical information and publications subject to IPR clause; 
d) exchange of biological material including genetically modified products to be in conformity with the existing laws of the two countries;

e) visits and exchanges of scientific and technical personnel and trainees; 

f) implementation of joint research projects, 

g) organization of courses lectures and seminars and exchanges of experiences in training; 

h) joint programmes in areas of specialization of high relevance to India, Canada and the institutions; 

i) creation of centres in specialized fields of mutual interest.
· The MoU shall be effective from the date of its signing by both the Parties.  It shall be valid for a period of five years.  Thereafter, it can be renewed for a further five year term by mutual agreement with the same terms, including the right of renewal. 

· The activity agreements for each collaborative project will be developed jointly with the participating Research Institution(s) in India and with the participating Institute(s) of the University of Saskatchewan. 

· Aspects relating to publications and IPR issues have been adequately taken care of. 
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
